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Victorian Framework funding application FAQs
The Australian Flexible Learning Framework (Framework) provides the vocational education and training (VET) system with the essential e-learning infrastructure and expertise needed to respond to the challenges of a modern economy and the training needs of Australian businesses and workers.

Victoria has been allocated $1,113,900 for E-learning Innovation projects and support that build on the Framework's national activities and support the specific needs of learner groups and partnerships between business and training providers.  Registered training organisations (RTOs) are eligible for project funding ranging from $10,000 to $50,000 pa which funding recipients will be required to match in kind. 

Below are some FAQs to help you in your funding application process.
Q 

We want to run a workshop on how to use e-portfolios for the team as part of our project. Would this be considered a stand-alone workshop?
A

No, skills development is ok as part of the project as long as your project delivery outcomes are consistent with the funding guidelines, and provided the skills development is within the scope outlined in the project application (ie the funds are not used to train people outside of the project scope).

Q

We want to develop a course and also deliver it with new tools which will require skills development of our staff. Can we still keep the intellectual property of the course?

A 

No, the copyright of any materials produced as part of a Framework funded project remains with the Commonwealth of Australia. You can include skills development strategies within a project, provided that resources generated in the process build on your previous capability and that you contribute the final materials to the Framework’s resource repository. 

Q

If we are an enterprise RTO, can we apply for projects under business-training provider partnerships?

A

Yes technically you can, just treat your RTO and business partner, targeted by the project, as separate entities each with their own strategic case for forming a partnership to fulfil demonstrable training needs.  Understand however that the primary purpose of the business-provider partnership funding is to encourage RTO’s to extend beyond their own organisation, to form new strategic e-learning partnerships with new business partners.
Q

Can the funding be used to develop tools eg for recognising RPL?

A

Yes, if the main part of the project is using the tool to provide RPL for the project's specific target group(s). The tool also needs to be made available for sharing through the Framework and meet the Framework's e-standards guidelines where relevant, so the tool is transferable.

Q

Do we have to direct an application for empowering e-learners towards groups previously targeted under the Framework’s 2007 Inclusive E-learning Project or other priority groups?

A

No, although the guidelines actively encourage applications in the area of inclusive 
e-learning, empowering e-learners applications can target any group of learners with a clear and specific training need (especially if they address an identified skills shortage) for which e-learning provides an effective solution. As for all projects, you need to show that you are building on existing e-learning experience and capability and that you are using your project strategically to further embed e-learning in your organisation. 

Q

 I have a project that could cover several states and territories. Can I apply for one large project or do I need to apply for separate projects within each state and territory?

A 

If a provider aims to deliver an outcome affecting more than one state or territory, then they need to apply by the set deadline to each of the states or territories where delivery will happen. For each application they will need to specify the amounts for each state or territory component. It may be that the project only gets approval in one state or territory and therefore the applicant needs to be sure that the activity is deliverable in that state or territory within the smaller budget.
