Introduction 

Using the QTI mPlayer

These notes provide a short overview of how to download and use the QTI player on a standard Pocket PC operating a minimum of Microsoft® Windows Mobile™ Version 5.0. These notes should be used in conjunction with the detail and short captivate video available at: http://www.workingfutures.com.au/newqti/downloads.html 
To start:

Download the QTI player application from the above link. Once installed download the ‘Additional assessment instruments’ also from the above site, note that these are downloaded as .zip files DO NOT UNZIP THESE, transfer them directly from your computer to your Pocket PC ‘My Documents’ area without unzipping. 
Step 2: The first time you use the QTI mPlayer, you will need to tap on the start menu from the main screen of your PDA / PDA Phone
Step 3: Select Programs from the dropdown menu
Step 4: Now scroll through the programs until you find the QTI mPlayer shortcut.
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Step 5: Then tap once on the QTI mPlayer icon to activate the player.
Splash screen for the QTI mPlayer opens and the login page now appears.
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Step 6 Login: Unless you logout, every assessment you load and use will be tied back to the assessor with this login. You now have the option to:

· Load a stored assessment, 
· Find an assessment package.

· Or you can resume a session saved earlier.

For this example, open a ‘Find Assessment Package’.
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Step 7: You should now be able to see a list of stored assessment files. Select a stored assessment package.
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Step 8: Assessment is activated, now proceed through the steps as prompted by the assessment tool till you finish the assessment document.
When assessments have been stored in the directory, they will be available from the main menu under ‘Select stored assessment package’ or if it is not complete it will be under ‘Resume session’.

You will find that there are a number of different types of assessment instruments (layout, style and content), these are only a small slice of the potential documentation that can be used on the mPlayer.
